     A revivor of ancient techniques of enamel-work  he was born in Jászkisér, Hungary. He considers the painter László Bokros and the goldsmith József Péri as his mentors.

   With four colleagues in Jászberény he estab-lished the (Alkotárs( Group of Fine Arts in 1980, which was very influential in his artistic development. He made pieces of goldsmith(s work in the creation of which enamel, the material, had a substantial role. He began in 1983 his experiments with the decorating material of his objects-enamel. He is renowned for reviving several- already forgotten- techniques of enamelwork. Through years of persistent work he has managed to resurrect the Transylvanian twisted-wire technique, in the 15th century considered to be a Hungarian technique all over Europe. His other important set of experiments has been aimed at the a jour (filigree, window) technique of enamelwork. He has spent years developing his own peculiar a jour technique, which has won him wide professional acknowledgement. He settled in Kecskemét in 1987. He was a member of the International Workshop of Enamelwork until 1996. Here his task was to establish the conditions of the goldsmiths( and enamel-artists( work and provide professional help for the participants of symposia. The Workshop(s activities have nurtured the traditions of enamelwork and provided creative opportunities for contemporary art. He had an important role in making these activities known and appreciated world wide. He has summarised his experience so far in a manuscript entitled Enamelwork, which also serves educational purposes. He makes a lot of efforts in order to teach his craft in schools, workshops, courses and symposia.

   His member of the MAOE, the Goldsmith Department of the Association of Hungarian Fine and Applied Arts, the Kecskemét Workshop Union of Arts the Hungarian Society of Enamel-Artists and the European Artists( Society.
